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Coping Workshops
There are a variety of techniques and technologies available that can help people with hearing loss deal with various situations. People know that hearing aids can be helpful, but most are completely unaware of other things they can do to help themselves. Topics include assistive listening devices, the California Telephone Distribution Program, various captioning options, etc.
