Programs

Coping with Hearing Loss 

HLN conducts “Coping with Hearing Loss” workshops to enlighten folks about the various techniques and technologies that can help them deal with their hearing loss. The common perception is that hearing aids are the solution to hearing loss issues; the fact is that hearing aids are only one part of the solution, and that additional options can increase the quality of life of people affected by hearing loss. Topics for this workshop include the California Telecommunications Access Program, communications strategies, assistive listening devices, and situation management.

Communications Workshops

Families and other groups that include a hard of hearing, late-deafened, or oral deaf member invariably struggle with communications issues related to hearing loss. Over time, the stress resulting from these communication issues can threaten the integrity of the group. HLN conducts workshops that address these issues. These workshops focus on revealing the dynamics of hearing loss-related communications breakdowns, and on teaching communications techniques that mitigate the communications issues.

Outreach

People with hearing loss don't generally run around shouting about their loss. Most people who suffer from hearing loss first deny the problem for as long as they possibly can; when that's no longer possible, they may admit the problem to themselves and family members, but they try to hide it from the rest of the world. The bottom line for organizations like ours is that they're tough to find. We're working to root 'em out with an ongoing outreach program.
